It falls to Abbess 
Hilda  to navigate these choppy waters 

ð and to fulfil her own destiny. 
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A portrait of monastic life in Anglo-

Saxon England, Not Just Fish and Ships 
is a courtroom drama with a light 

touch, with more than a little 
resonance for our own quarrelsome
